Nominations should:
1. Nominee must be a volunteer for their association/s. Paid employees of associations are not eligible.
2. Address the criteria (Be no more than two A4 pages to address the three criteria)
3. Provide a draft citation (100-175 words)
4. Be endorsed by the state or territory joint council Board and signed by the President of the state or territory joint council. The state or territory joint council Boards are:
i) Australian Capital Territory – COACTEA (Council of the ACT Education Associations)
ii) New South Wales – PTCNSW  (Professional Teachers' Council NSW)
iii) Northern Territory – PTANT Inc (Professional Teachers Association of the Northern Territory Incorporated) 
iv) Queensland – JCQTA (Joint Council of Queensland Teacher Associations)
v) South Australia – CEASA (Council of Education Associations of South Australia)
vi) Tasmania – NEAT (Network of Education Associations of Tasmania Inc)
vii) Victoria – CPTAV (Council of Professional Teaching Associations of Victoria Inc)
viii) Western Australia – PTCWA (Professional Teaching Council of Western Australia)

A judging panel will be convened to determine the award recipients. The judging panel will comprise the President, one Board member and one past APTA award winner (Meritorious Contribution to the Profession recipient or Dorothy Hoddinott Medal recipient).  

The decision of the Awards Committee will be final.

The award nomination process is confidential.
Award winners will remain confidential until APTA announces the recipients.

Award Notification
APTA will contact successful nominees on completion of the process.  

Conferral of Award
The awards will be conferred at APTA’s Awards Presentation on 8 April 2016. Recipients will be presented with an APTA award and a copy of their citation.
